Two main
types have been found : those on which another smaller stone
was pushed or rolled to and fro, and others with which a
second stone was used as a pounder, eventually making a
large cavity in the nether stone.

side of the city, and it is through these windows that light
enters inside. The lower part of the rampart is built of stene;

It has many towers close to one
another. There are twenty eight gates of this city which are
called darwaza, of there, the Budaun Darwaza is the greatest;
